2. Wrap pareels  securely  in
heavy paper and place an addition-
al address and retiorn address in-
side the package.

2. Pack pifts in durable contain-
ers, using sufficientt  cushioning
material to protect contents and
tie weeurely with strong cord or
twine. Parcels wrappd in  Llssue
paper are not mailable.

Unsealed greeting  eards, con-
taining writing, other than signa-
ture, may be sent for 2¢  each,
while those which are sealed or
cofain written messages require
first ealss or letter rate of 3c per
ocunee,

You may help to avoid conges-
tion by separating eards intended
{for local delivery, including rural
routes, and those meant for out of
town, tie in separate bundles and
use labels, “All For Loeal Deliv-
ery” and “AH For Out Of Town
Delivery”, which are available at
the Post Office, the postmaster
concluded.
